	It will be the policy of ACH to ensure that all patients in segregation or other designated isolation housing are provided continued access to medical and mental health care.

	Special housing or segregation may be referred to as: 
· Isolation
· special management
· lockdown
· administrative detention 
The mental health or suicidal housing will not be considered segregation. 
Medical or mental health personnel will conduct and document rounds on all segregated patients daily. All rounds will be done will patient confidentiality in consideration.
All medically segregated patients will also be treated as segregated patients and healthcare will continue. 
All segregated patients will continue to have access to sick call and other treatments as needed.
All patients in segregation will have access to sick call slips and the officers will ensure confidentiality is protected with all sick call slips.
